rivers and tides
Fascinating and inventive portrait of environmental artist andy goldsworthy as he 
travels around the world creating unique and stunningly beautiful works of art 
with ice, rocks and plants. The way in which goldsworthy integrates his creations 
with nature is truly remarkable. His observations about those creations and the 
way in which they are affected by the environment in which he creates them are 
truly moving and illuminating. A calming and otherworldly film. Stunning.

The holy mountain
alejandro jodorowsky's best film (financed by john lennon) is a dark and comic 
vision that is, at its core, a scathing attack on organized religion and 
capitalism. It includes scenes of such strange and GROTESQUE BEAUTY THAT IT 
COMPARES FAVOURABLY WITH THE BEST OF MIDDLE PERIOD FELLINI.

INNOCENCE
ODD, UNSETTLING, AMBIGUOUS FRENCH FLICK FOCUSING ON A SCHOOL/CAMP/QUASI-PRISON 
WHERE YOUNG GIRLS ARE TAKEN TO BE RE-EDUCATED. STARTS OFF WITH A GROUP OF GIRLS 
OPENING UP A COFFIN CONTAINING ANOTHER, VERY ALIVE, GIRL – A NEW ARRIVAL TO THE 
“CAMP”. ENDS WITH A HAUNTING SUBWAY RIDE. DIRECTED WITH INTELLIGENCE AND RESTRAINT 
– WHICH ONLY ADDS TO ITS MOOD OF BEWILDERING STRANGENESS.

Jake:

2001: a space odyssey
Dubbed “the ultimate trip” upon its release, Stanley Kubrick's 1967 masterpiece is 
exactly that. Revisit the dawn of man, explore the not-too-distant future, and go 
where no man has gone before. This film, like no other, captured a fundamental 
sense of where we come from, who we are, and where we're going. Have a nice trip.

the Manchurian candidate
mind blowing. The ultimate political thriller. Released in 1962, some thought it 
was locked away after the assassination of U.S. president john Kennedy. See why.

life in the undergrowth
Life changing! Sir David attenborough's highest achievement. State of the art 
photography captures a world beneath our feet... and sometimes dangling above our 
heads.

forget 'the tale of the genji', this is japan's real national epic. Based on actual 
events that occurred in 1703, the film tells the tale of a feudal clan destroyed 
because of A corrupt high government official. The survivors of the clan go 
underground and plot revenge. This story has been remade countless times and every 
year on December 14, the anniversary of the events depicted, one version is aired 
on Japanese TV. This one is a superior version that's part samurai epic, part spy 
thriller.

the sting
winner of seven academy awards, 'the sting' deals with a group of arch con men who 
swindle chicago's most dangerous crime boss. It's full of twists and turns and 
infectious good fun. 

The tenant
this creepy, atmospheric psychological horror film is one of roman polanski's best. 
He plays a mild mannered Parisian who moves into a spooky old apartment after the 
previous tenant committed suicide. There are strange goings on in the building, 
some rooms are haunted, the neighbours are plotting against him, etc. 'the tenant' 
is a fun, weird, unsettling ride.
